| am pleased to present herein the City’s FY 2025 Adopted
Budget in Brief. The information presented here is derived
from the City’s FY 2025 Adopted Operating and Capital
Budget available on the City’s website: www.cityofdoral.com.
The FY 2025 Operating and Capital Budget is in the amount
of $138,464,617 across all funds (General Fund,
Transportation Fund, Park Impact Fee Fund, Police Impact
Fee Fund, Peoples Transportation Plan Fund, Development
Services Technology Fee Fund, Building Fund, Public Art
Program Fund, American Rescue Plan Act Fund, Debt
Service Fund, Capital Improvement Fund, Capital Asset
Reserve Fund, Park General Obligation Bond Series 2019,
Vehicle Replacement Fund, Park General Obligation Bond
Series 2021, Stormwater Fund, and Other Post-Employment

Benefits Fund).

Doral has steadily grown from a sparsely populated suburban enclave into one of the undisputed
economic success stories in the region. According to a variety of demographic indicators, Doral
has experienced rapid economic growth since its incorporation in 2003 and has quickly become
one of Miami-Dade County's most significant local economies.

Recent increases in population and property values provide evidence of a city on a vigorous
growth trajectory. The most up-to-date estimates from the Florida Bureau of Economic and
Business Research indicate that Doral's population has increased by 7.2% since 2020 to an
estimated 81,318 inhabitants in 2023. That vigorous population increase is reflected in the Miami-
Dade County Property Appraiser's estimate for this fiscal year of a 10.1% increase in Doral's
Taxable Value.

The municipality is also investing in the city's well-being. The community is now enjoying the
benefits of the City of Doral's Parks Bond, with the highly anticipated revamped Doral Central
Park opening in FY 2025. As the final stages of the bond projects are completed, Doral's residents
will see transformational amenities come to fruition that will improve quality of life and offer
enduring benefits to the entire community for decades to come.

It's important to note that all these important public initiatives have been implemented while
maintaining a responsible budget and robust reserves, an accomplishment which can be fully
evidenced in this responsible, well-rounded budget. The detailed economic information in this
budget provides Doral's residents and businesses with clear evidence of the city's ongoing growth.

It also reflects administration’s commitment to sound financial and
operational practices that realizes our growing community’s needs and expectations of
exceptional services.

For FY 2025, the City’s principal fund - General Fund is proposed at $100,546,599, or 72% of the
total budget. This budget is higher than the Fiscal Year 2024 adopted budget with an increase of
26.27%.

Property Taxes: An Ad Valorem tax levied on the assessed value (net of any exemptions) of real personal property
within the City.

Utility Taxes: A tax on purchases within the City for electricity, metered natural gas, manufactured gas and water
service.

Franchise Fees: Fees charged for the ability to operate businesses such as electricity and waste disposal services
within the City limits.

Intergovernmental: The combined resources received from other governments in the form of state shared revenue.
Licenses, Permits, and Fines: Revenues received for business taxes, building and planning permits, and code fines.
Communication Service Tax: A tax on telephone and cable television received from state shared revenue.
Charges for Services: The combined resources of various departments for fees paid by the public such as, recreation
fees.

Grants: Operating and capital grants and contributions received from other entities.

Investment Income: Interest earned on investments, such as treasuries, and federal agencies as allowed by state
statutes and city policy.

Miscellaneous: Revenues received that do not fall into the above designated categories, such as insurance proceeds.
