 WHEREAS, During the March 19, 2015 meeting of the Animal Welfare Committee 

(“AWC” for the City of Doral (the “City”), Ms. Diana Dominguez from the Girls Scouts 

presented her project proposal to inform the public about animal welfare and wellness, 

support for which  was passed unanimously by the AWC; and 

 WHEREAS, called the Gold Award Project (the “Project”), the objective of the 

Project is to raise awareness and give ongoing information regarding animal advocacy 

programs and resources to the community; and 

 WHEREAS, the Girl Scouts have requested permission to place information about 

the Project on Trails and Tails Park bulletin board; and 

 WHEREAS, Staff respectfully recommends the City Council approve the Girl 

Scouts’ use the Trails and Tails Park bulletin boards to place information with regards to 

the Project. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL 

OF THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1.  Recitals. The above recitals are confirmed, adopted, and 

incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference.  
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Section 2. Approval. The Girl Scouts are hereby permitted to use the 

bulletin board at Trails and Tails Park for the Project for as long as the Project is being 

accomplished.  

Section 3. Implementation. The City Manager and the City Attorney are 

hereby authorized to take such action as may be necessary to implement the provisions 

of this Resolution.  

Section 4. Effective Date. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon 

adoption.
