 WHEREAS, on June 8th, 2005, the City Council approved the execution of an 

Interlocal Agreement between co-permittees named in the national Pollutant Discharge 

Elimination System (NPDES) and Miami-Dade County (MDC); and 

 WHEREAS, in June 2011, MDC as well as the co-permittees received the new 

NPDES MS4 permit with new monitoring requirements that result in additional costs to 

MDC as well as to all co-permittees; and 

 WHEREAS, in order to comply with the new requirements, MDC revised the 

current NPDES Interlocal Agreement to equally share the additional cost with each co-

permittee; and 

 WHEREAS, Staff respectfully requests that the City Council authorize the City 

Manager to negotiate and enter into a new NPDES Interlocal Agreement with MDC for 

the provision of controlling pollutant discharges between shared municipal separate 

storm sewer systems for an annual amount not to exceed $29,224.00. 
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
