 WHEREAS, the City of Doral (the “City”) Building Department would like to procure 

miscellaneous management advisory consulting services via City of Miami Contract 

(501331); and 

 WHEREAS, in order to conform with the building permit and inspection utilization 

report requirement mandated by Florida law; and 

WHEREAS, this adoption will allow the city to ensure Building Permitting Fees 

cover expenditures; and 

 WHEREAS, Building Permitting Fees are directly correlated with the services the 

Building Department can provide; and 

WHEREAS, the Building Department respectfully requests the City Council to 

authorize the City Manager to adopt City of Miami Contract No. 501331 which was 

completely bid in a similar manner to that set forth in Chapter 2, Article V, of the City’s 

Code of Ordinances for the procurement of a Building Permitting Fee study; and authorize 

the City Manager to expend budgeted funds in an amount not to exceed budgeted funds 

available in Account # 001.70005.500310. 

  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF DORAL AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1.  Recitals. The above recitals are confirmed, adopted, and 

incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference.  
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Section 2. Approval. The adoption of the City of Miami Contract No. 501331 

for the procurement of a Building Permitting Fee study, is hereby approved. 

Section 3. Authorization.  The City Council of the City of Doral hereby 

authorizes the City to adopt to adopt City of Miami Contract No. 501331 which was 

completely bid in a similar manner to that set forth in Chapter 2, Article V, of the City’s 

Code of Ordinances for the procurement of a Building Permitting Fee study; and authorize 

the City Manager to expend budgeted funds in an amount not to exceed budgeted funds 

available in Account # 001.70005.500310. 

The City Manager and the City Attorney are 

hereby authorized to take such further action as may be necessary to implement the 

purpose and the provisions of this Resolution.
