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RESOLUTION No. 16-81

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, APPROVING A GRANT TO
THE PARKS AND POLICE 4 KIDS FOUNDATION IN THE
AMOUNT OF TWENTY PERCENT (20%) OF THE
REGISTRATION FEE REVENUE FROM THE DORAL 5K EVENT
BEGINNING IN 2016; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION;
AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE
WHEREAS, the City of Doral (the “City”) has and continues to enjoy unprecedented
success with regard to its community events, with community participation increasing year
after year; and
WHEREAS, one of the City’'s community events, including, without limitation, the
Doral 5K, have become so successful that they are financially viable—generating more
revenue than the events cost to produce; and
WHEREAS, while it is recognized that cost recovery is an import factor of the
viability of an event, it is also recognized that such revenue could be used to continue
public events and programs in the community; and
WHEREAS, the City’'s community foundation, the Parks and Police 4 Kids
Foundation (“PP4K”) regularly seeks additional sources of revenue to maintain and
expand its programs and community presence; and
WHEREAS, the City desires to continue to assist PP4K by granting it twenty
percent (20%) of the registration fees of the Doral 5K beginning in 2016.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Recitals. The above recitals are confirmed, adopted, and

incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference.
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Section 2. Approval. A grant to PP4K in the amount of twenty percent (20%)
of the registration fee revenue of the Doral 5K is hereby approved.

Section 3. Implementation. The City Manager and the City Attorney are

hereby authorized to take such further action as may be necessary to implement the
purpose and provisions of this Resolution.

Section 4. Effective Date. This resolution shall take effect immediately upon

adoption.
