WHEREAS, section 2-322 of the City Code of Ordinances provides that the City 

may enter into contracts competitively entered into by other governmental entities; and  

WHEREAS, the use of cooperative procurement contracts is in the best interest of 

the City as its usually based on the common requirements of multiple governments. Most 

cooperative purchasing efforts involved bulk commodities with standard specifications;

(GSA) Contract No.: GS-35F-184BA Comcast Business Communications, LLC., for 

General Purpose Commercial Information Technology Equipment, Software, and 

Services in an amount not to exceed budgeted funds, for the period set forth and any 

approved additional subsequent extensions. 

 Section 3. Implementation. The City Manager and the City Attorney are hereby 

authorized to take such further action as may be necessary to implement the provisions 

of this Resolution.
